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HOLDING THE CAMERA

A neck strap is supplied with your caimern.  For safery, it should always be worn
while using the comers; then, should you lose your geip, the camera cannoe fall.
Try out the held shown in the picture,  This has been found by cxperiment oo be
the best for this cemera, With practice, your hands will rest nacueally in the
position shown. Note how the pressure exerted on the exposure button is balineed
by the thumb underneath the camers, and the camern is bmeed hrmly againse the
chesk, This way, vou nesd nover spoil any picture by “"comerp-shoke. Moke
sure the subject does not appear tilted in the viewfinder, FHeep your eve as close
85 ¥ou can to the finder aperture, and see that the picture framed by the front
sperture is exacily centred im the rear aperture. You should just be able wo see
all four edges of the front aperture.




OPENING

THE CAMERA

Hold the camerz in che left hagd
with exposure button pointing to=
wards you and back-latch upper-
most.  Use the thumly of the right
hand to push the opeming button
in the directdon of the aerow, The
camera back will then swing open.
To cloge: merely push the back
shut and mainain pressure until
the catch clicks. The back is then
locked.

LOADING

l. An emply 127=size spool is supplied with
each camern, Defors 8 mew film is inserved,
this empty spool should be in place in the
spool tecess underneath the winding knob,
T'ov ingert the spool, pull up the spool latch,
engage one of the slors at either end of the
spon] with the bar on the winding knob
spindle, then push the botton of the spool
inta pluce and lock it in position by means
of the spool lageh.

2. Break the paper scal on an unexpossd
voll of ra7-sized film, being careful mot to
lex it unroll; remove any loose scaling paper
(on some rolls it iz possible o remove it
ally, Still keeping the spool tightly wound,
put it into the feed spool recess so that the
ends of the spool rest in the slots and the
springs bear on the fanges. The shaped
paper leader should poing aoross the camera
towmards the empty tzke-up spool,
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3, Draw the leader paper across the flm
erack, coloured side our, black side towards
the lens,  Inseet the shaped tongue into the
longer slot on the wmke-up spool. See that
the tongue peotewdes from the shorter siof.

4, Now tuen the winding knob (i will turm
only cne wiy) several times until the full
width of the paper leader lics squarcely be-
tween the flinges of the mke-up spool and
the paper is tight on the core. The loaded
camera should appear as in-the picture.
Cloge the camern back and push it home
until the catch clicks. The back iz then
locked. (MNote: If e spool latch is not
correctly . closed - (he back cannot be shot
witliout damagpe). Tuen the winding knob,
while watching the red window, until the
first of a scrics of dots appeats. When you
zoe the dots, slow down., Keep winding
slawly until the fipure “1"" 15 cenrted in the
red weindenar,

UNLOADING

After you have taken your twelfth picture,
rurn the winding knob until you ses the end
of the film pass the red window, Give one
Of TWo miore tuens to cnsure thae the film
is fully weound on o the take-up spool, then
open the <cameex back, as on page 6.
Operate the spool latch, This will lift up
the full spool so that it can be grasped easily,
Keeping the spool tightly wound, 1t i owr,
fold under the end of the backing paper
and peick it down with the sticker provided,
Take the cxposed spool to your Kodak
dealer for developing and printing, &5 so00

The way in which these controls showld be ger iz largely a matter of ¢ommaon
genge.  Obviously, the longer the shuger is open, the more time there i5 for the
subject to move and possibly blur the picture.  On the other hand, the lighe may
be g0 poor cthat you may need to use a slower specd to give enough time for the
light to affect the film. Also, in pooer lght, your camera eye'' must opin Wide
(larze aperrure) in order to “see’ the subject, In brighe light, the camera cye
must be closed {smaller aperture) so that the film docs not get a brighter image
than it ¢on deal with. Focusing mersly means serring the distance scale e the
distance in feet from rhe camera lens to the principal feamire of the subject,  Sec

For sub]t.'clx which are ligbls to move during the cxposure, like lively babies or
Emunais,usc the higher shutter speed whenever pessible (see also note on “moving
sebjects™, page 18},

Further notes on FOCUSING

Having set the shutter speed and aperture according te the table, you must now
sor the distance scale on your camers.  Estimate the distince between the lens
and subject, and set the focusing ring so that this distance in feet is shown opposite
the white triangle, Wote that, when & camera is focused for a given disrance,
objeces a littde nearer or farther away will also be in focus.

The distance between neprest and farthest sharply rendered objects is Known a5
“Jepth of field™. The table on page 14 shows how this depth varics for different
apertute and distance settings.
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TAKING THE PICTURE

Hold the chmer firmly, as on page 5, so that all the desired pictee con be secn
in the finder. Seeady youeself with foet apart, then kold yvour breath and
s—g—Uu—t—¢—r—¢ the exposure buron down as far as it will go. Nete thaee the
butrgn stays down. This is to prevent accidental “double-exposuess™ {two pictures
superimposed on one piece of the film).  The button will re-ser itself automatically
when you wind on the film for the next picture.  Alwayvs wind on to the next
number after each picture has been taken (sec page 9.

Where flash is wsed for colour picturcs as an zid to daylight, eicher outdoors to
lighten the shadows of o side-lit or back-lit portrait, or indoors when daylight

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FOR BETTER PICTURES

Hold the camern still.  S—g-u—c—c—2—« the exposure butten gently and steadily.
Do not jerk the camern when vou release the shutter.

Pay special attention to the instructions on page 5. Hold the camera soraight and
Ievel.  Judge this from the horizen o vertical buildings,

Make sure that the sun does nor shine directly on to the lens, A lens hood is
egsantinl for *against the lght” phoetopraphs.

With distant scenes, include o nearby fipure or some object in order to give scale
and depth wa the picture.

When wking close-up pleteres, keep the subjece away from the 1o of the view-
fincler, or you may cut off some of the desired picture.

Watch the background, If it is not important, keep it plain. To bring your
subject against the sky, hold the camera low, =.g. take the photogroph from o
kneeling position.

Prefernbly, take moving subjects approaching or receding mather than passing
close in fromt of vou unless vou follow the movement by swinging the cafmera,
But, until vou are practised, rake moving subjects only at a fair distance (30 10
50 yards),

Wind on to the next film number as $00n as you have waken a picturs,
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Eleeep the lens clear of dust, finger-prints or spray; if necessary, genely wipe with
3 camel=hair Lrush or a <lean, soft cloth, Dust out the inside of the camers
regulardy,

Do mot use any filtor when comera is loaded with colour film,
